Worship Notes: Our worship this morning is a somewhat curious mixture  

of themes.  The Psalmist in the choir’s anthem cries out to God, How long?, 

which is the Bible’s characteristic language of lament, the permission given 

to all God’s people to voice to God their deepest fear and distress.  And yet 

the psalm ends with a very different tone, that of trust in the steadfast love of 

God and even of joy in God’s abiding presence.  How can this be?  How does 

joy come to characterize God’s people, even as they suffer countless kinds of 

pain?  The answer lies in the close, organic, even physical connection of God 

to God’s people.  This is something like what Jesus means when he calls 

himself the “bread of life,” adding that anyone who comes to him will never 

be denied what they need, or driven away (John 6).  The hope of the Church 

– which comes to us, not instead of but in spite of, our pain – is that, since 

the will of God is finally for our good and not for our harm, we can expect  

to be all right in the end.  We can expect to be saved.  We can expect to be 

healed.  This steady confidence is based not on ourselves but on the love that 

God has for us in Jesus Christ, the love that, as the letter to the Ephesians 

says, “surpasses knowledge.”  And if all this sounds too mystical to be    

practical, we should remember that we are also “being rooted and grounded” 

in that same love, as the letter says.  That love of God builds up the Church 

in very concrete, tangible ways, and calls forth from us some very concrete 

and tangible responses – for instance the doing of justice, the loving of 

mercy, and the walking with God in humility (Micah 6: 6-8).  What a     

privilege it is to be in worship this day, and to be counted among God’s   

people, Amen?
